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Farming today is a business.  As in any other industry, farm managers who do not treat their farm operation as a business and make decisions based on business principles are financially vulnerable and more likely to fail.  Financial partners expect, and often demand financial statements and projections to be provided on an annual basis to support operating funding and loan requests.

Course Description:

Getting In Touch With Your Finances  is an intensive multi day workshop that will:

1. provide to farmers a basic explanation of financial statements, what they mean, how they are prepared and how they apply to farm businesses

2. train farmers in the use of the Agriculture Business Analyzer (ABA), a financial analysis program designed by Alberta Agriculture and Food and presently used in the agriculture industry

3. assist farmers to prepare financial statements for their own operation and do operating projections, income and expense statements and cash flows for their own farm businesses

A. Retreat – in this option, participants will attend a 5 day retreat in a conference facility in a great location.
